WHAP 1st Quarter Extra Credit Opportunity
Due: Friday, October 31st, during 2nd period
Extra Credit Value: 10 points (2-3% approximately)

Create a product that encapsulates something (or everything) that we have learned during the first quarter of World History AP. Specifically, focus on CHANGE OVER TIME (one of the main facets of the AP exam!)

What do I mean? You could focus on how a region, a civilization, a religion, a continent, or even the world changes over time. It could be a change from hunter-gatherer to agriculture, from Shang to Sui, from Theravada to Mahayana, from Mesopotamian to Babylonian to Persian to Hellenistic to Muslim, you name it.

So what should it look like? Be creative! It could be a paper, a rap, a video (a la Crash Course), a poster, a painting, a comic strip, an interpretive dance, a photo essay, a thematic five-course meal, a song, a play, a comedy routine, etc., etc. 

Whatever you create, however, should show effort, thoughtfulness, and originality.
[bookmark: _GoBack]It must be relevant, informative, accurate, timely (Periods 1-3 only) and above all, deal with change over time in World History! If you want to work with other people, you may do so—but all participants must but in equal amounts of effort (no extra credit freeloaders!) 
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
